But Nannerl's position looks sweet as a freedom itself compared with the destiny of three French King’s daughters confined to the abbey on the orders of the Cardinal. To add to that the scene designed with natural light, the music, the pitch-perfect performances, the film costumes – it is all just stunning and meticulously done! There is a delightful movie in which love, lies and misunderstandings create deliciously funny situations; the movie that only the French can do. Beautiful Lies stars two of France’s most beloved actresses. A young woman who runs a hairdressing salon, Emilie (irresistibly charming Audrey Tautou) desperately wants to help her mother Maddy (Nathalie Baye), who has been dwelling in depression since her husband left her for a 20 year old woman. When Emilie receives a beautifully written old-fashioned anonymous love letter, she sees an opportunity to make her mother smile again. Too self-absorbed to see that the secret admirer is her shy handyman Jean (Sami Bouajila) who is passionately in love with her, Emilie copies the letter, changes the address and mails it to her mother. The beautiful lie works too well: overjoyed, Maddy is determined to find the author of the letter; she becomes almost obsessed… Emilie finds herself having to fake more and more letters. That's perfectly formulated wrong compromise but then her mother gets the idea that John is her secret lover Emilie finds out that John was her secret love letter writer and the actions gets complexly stuck between these three people. Emilie quickly loses control of the web she has weaved. Disappointly everything goes from cute and corky to dull, painful and disturbing. The plot happily twists and turns and the journey delivers hilarity and fun, as each situation becomes more hilarious than the last. Good entertainment, a cleverly constructed script and appealing performances indeed! Two popcorns with this please!
